Paul may have felt like this, for he was
always being set upon by his enemies. A mob of Jews seized him in the Temple at
Jerusalem. If it had not been for the quick action of Roman soldiers, he would have been
torn to pieces! The Romans took him into their castle, or barracks, for his own safety. But
the Jews were determined that they were going to kill him. The following night the Lord
stood by him and encouraged him.
