Paul and his companions continued on their travels and eventually came to Troas. In Troas,
Paul had a night vision from the Lord in which he saw a man standing and pleading with him.

Immediately, Paul and his companions set out for Macedonia, certain that God was calling them to
preach the Gospel there. This was Paul’s first visit into Europe. It was a big step for him to take, to
enter a new continent with the gospel of Jesus Christ. Maybe this is why God spoke to Paul about it
in such a special way.

Paul came to Philippi. He went to a place at the river-side, where some women used to meet for
prayer. Paul and his friends sat down and spoke with them.

From their reading of the Old Testament, the Jews must have been expecting the Messiah, (the Christ).
However, the idea of a Messiah who would die was strange to them. Paul used the Old Testament to prove
that this had to be so, and he went on to show that Jesus had fulfilled all that had been written about
the suffering Messiah. Therefore, Jesus was indeed the Christ, or Messiah. Some accepted the truth of this,
and became Christians.

This should be our response to the preaching
of God’s Word also. We should be eager to
listen, our minds and hearts ready to receive
the Word. We should daily feed on the Word of
God (Joshua 1: 8) by reading our Bibles. Such
an earnest searching of the Scriptures could
only result in many believing - as at Berea. If
we search the Scriptures desiring to know the
truth, then we will find the Truth - the Lord
Jesus Christ Himself - and true faith will
follow.

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In Athens, Paul found the worship of idols worse than anything he had experienced before. The city had a
reputation for culture and philosophy but this had evidently led them into spiritual darkness, away from
the true God.

Paul was greatly stirred in his spirit and began presenting to the people the truth about the Lord
Jesus and His resurrection.
