STUDY 1: Parables - The Two Debtors.

READ:
Luke 7: 36-50

KEY VERSE:
Romans 5: 1
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Simon, the Pharisee, had made up his mind that Jesus was not a prophet. It must have come as a
great surprise to him when he discovered that the Lord Jesus knew exactly what he was thinking.
The Lord Jesus knew his thoughts because, The Lord Jesus knows our thoughts too! The parable
Jesus then told Simon is only a small part of our Bible Reading. (verses 41 to 43)

Let's think about the deeper meaning of the parable. The money lender (creditor) represents God.
The two men could be any two people. However, one has lived a far more sinful life than the
other and so 'owes' God more. But neither is able to pay his debt to God. God forgives them both
completely, but the one who has had the greater forgiveness by God feels more gratitude and love
towards God.

Q: What was the first thing Jesus said to the woman in this passage?

Q: What did the other guests at the table say among themselves?

They knew that only God is able to forgive a person's sins, but they failed to understand that the
Lord Jesus is God.

Q: What did Jesus say to the woman at the end of the Bible Reading?

Q: What are the two words that appear in BOTH of the last answers?

Are your sins forgiven? Do you love the Lord Jesus because of what He has done for you?

A parable is a story about ordinary, everyday things but with a deeper

This is a very well known parable, usually called ‘The Parable of the Good Samaritan’. The
Lord Jesus told the parable in answer to a question posed by an expert in the laws which
God gave to Moses. This lawyer thought he knew it all and hoped he would be able to catch
the Lord Jesus out. He couldn't! Sometimes we think we know it all, too . . . but we don't
either!

STUDY 2: Parables - Who is my neighbour?

KEY VERSE:
Luke 10: 27

READ:
Luke 10: 25-37
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Q: How did the Samaritan feel when he saw the wounded man?

There are many people around us who are ill or hungry or sad. Do we ever feel sorry for them? Do
we ever do anything to help them? The ‘Good Samaritan’ did, even though the man by the
roadside was a stranger and a foreigner to him.
The ‘Good Samaritan’ helped the man by first going over to him. Next he poured two things on his
wounds.

Q: What were they?

He then put the man on his own donkey and took him to a place where he would be cared for.

Q: Where did the Samaritan take him?

Q: He also paid for him to stay there. How much 

did he pay?

Not only that, but he promised to pay any more that was needed when he returned that way.

Q: After telling this story what did Jesus tell the lawyer he should do?

Our neighbour is not just the person living next door to us
but everyone whom we meet, in school, in the street, on
the bus etc. We should be ready to help anyone who needs
help anytime, anywhere. But there is a deeper meaning to
the parable, too. The wounded man lying on the roadside is
a 'picture' of each of us. He needed someone to rescue him;
so, too, we need to be rescued and saved from our sins.
The good news is that the Lord Jesus has come from
Heaven to deliver us. He has paid the price necessary to do
this, by dying for us at Calvary.
